 There are three levels of information: a clear rewording of the 
actual motion with the name of the councillor who made the 
motion, our statement of how it �ts with our values, and the 
vote. You can also search by councillor and by issue.

  The votes are denoted with a plus-sign (+) when they 
 are in support of the GCL values and a minus-sign (�) 
 when they are not.

  Each councillor received a percentage score, based on the 
number of votes that aligned with our values.

  Read the Guelph Civic League values. Ask what YOU value. 
 Then check the votes and scores of the council members in 
 your ward.
